ARIZONA COYOTE CALLING CHAMPIONSHIPS

RULES

1.Two (2) man teams only, no exceptions.

2.One (1) vehicle per team. Truck / UTV / ATV. Four wheelers will be allowed but must 
remain within 200 yards of one another at all times.

3.No night hunting allowed. No exceptions allowed.

4.Contest hunting hours will begin half (1/2) an hour before legal sunrise and end half (1/2) an hour after legal sunset for the area in which you are hunting.

5.Team members must remain together at all times. Drop stands will be allowed with the 
other team member remaining within half (1/2) a mile at all times. The non hunting partner will not participate in the stand.
6.No hunting with other teams or other hunters.

7.No live animal decoys or decoy dogs will be allowed.

8.No trapping, baiting, or shooting over dead piles will be allowed.

9.All coyotes will be blocked in the following manner:

The block shall have, team #, coyote number, and time of day killed.
Blocks will be placed vertically between upper and lower canines, with the canine teeth

being inside the pipe. The information shall be facing forward and visible.
Blocks will be secured by taping around the muzzle, closing it to secure block in place. 
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10.Teams must take a picture of the block in place using a cell phone or digital camera with

the date/time stamp feature enabled and set to the correct date and time. The information

on the block shall be visible in the picture.

11.Any coyote to be considered for big or little dog pots must be whole and intact. Coyotes with any missing legs, feet, tails, or internal organs will not be accepted.

12.Any coyote that comes under suspicion as a result of markings on legs, altered in any way, missing legs, etc. may be disqualified and may result in team disqualification.
13.Both team members must be present at registration on Friday, unless pre-registered and bought out of Calcutta. Both team members must be at check-in on Sunday.
14.Teams must check in via phone on Saturday between 6pm and 8pm.
15.Check in on Sunday is from 12pm to 3pm. No late check-ins will be accepted. Your vehicle must be through the gate and in line by 3pm.

16.All entry fees must be paid in full before packets and check-in location are received.
This includes registration, big dog/little dog, and Calcutta or Calcutta buy out.

17.All applicable laws, game and fish, or wildlife regulations will apply for the area in which you hunt. Hunting on BLM lands may require a special permit.

18. Ties will be determined by the team's check-in times.

19.Coyotes will be temperature probed and blocks / pictures will be verified at check-in.
20.No cheating will be tolerated. Any team caught cheating will be disqualified and will result in notification being sent to other contest organizers and clubs. The decisions of the contest organizers and/or judges is final.
